SMART MILER vied for the lead along the rail, responded when headed by LOQUACIOUS in the stretch, then came on again to
prevail while being bumped by that rival in deep stretch. LOQUACIOUS tracked the pace three wide, rallied to gain a slim lead at the
eighth pole, then was trying to drift in under left-handed urging, drifted in front of TRINITY RUN inside the sixteenth pole when
his rider switched to right-handed urging, then was edged to wire while coming in to bump SMART MILER nearing the finish.
TRINITY RUN vied for the lead outside SMART MILER to inside the eighth pole, then was weakening when checked from inside
LOQUACIOUS just past the sixteenth pole. CATALAN tracked the pace along the rail, angled out for the stretch run and had no
response when asked. WILDCAT GAMBLE showed brief speed, chased the leaders around the turn, then tired. BLOWBACK showed
brief speed and faltered. GENERAL MIKE off slowly, trailed. There was a stewards inquiry and the rider of TRINITY RUN lodged
an objection against the rider of LOQUACIOUS for alleged interference inside the sixteenth pole. The stewards determined the
incident had no effect on the outcome and the race was made official.
