HOPPSEY settled in the back of the pack under a good hold, remained in reserve until entering the far turn, was taken out to
the three path, began to rally in earnest when set down at the five-sixteenths pole, was stacked out five to sixwide when a host
of rivals swung outward almost simultaneously, took off after the front runners, made steady progress during the run through
the furlong grounds, maintained the momentum to draw alongside the leader nearing the sixteenth pole, needed only a couple of
additional jumps to take charge, thenedged away while being kept busy.
